Science concludes that workers who are
even lightly exposed to benzene suffered a
drop in vital protective white blood cells and
weakness in other cells that build the blood
supply.

Benzene is found in cleaning solvents,
degreasers, paint strippers, gasoline, and
other chemicals. Skin contact and/or inhala-
tion of these fumes can cause leukemia and
other blood diseases.

When working with these chemicals,
you should request health and safe-handling
information from your employer. The law
requires that you be provided this
information.
